I take it off right away and give it to her, only Mrs. Price pretends like everything is okay (Paragraph 20).

Now, pick up where Sandra Cisneros left off.  Describe the scene at recess as if you are Rachel (first person point of view).  Include: 1) general, informal diction (words) that reflects an eleven year old girl; 2) one simile (a comparison of two objects using the word “like” or “as”); 3) real, descriptive feelings that Rachel might be experiencing.
