	Review the Purpose of Improving Inquiry Skills

· Good questioning techniques are very important in teaching. Effective teachers use questioning to help motivate students to pay more attention in class and to remember information better. 

· Questioning can be used to cause students to reason through problems and to put pieces of information together in new ways. 

· Levels of Questioning are part of the way we communicate with each other.  It helps you not only to read, but also to understand and relate to what you're reading.    There's a difference between asking and answering questions.  It takes real understanding of a topic to ask a good question...a question that really makes someone consider and THINK.

· Now ask the groups to complete the first part of Examples of Costa's Levels of Questions, page 4 with four of their questions.  Be sure to use different levels of questions

· Point out the second part of this paper as another choice for inquiry practice.
