Homeless Education Requirements

Per the McKinney-Vento Act, U.S.C.A. 72, Section 11302(a), our district must annually obtain information regarding each student’s type of residence.  To meet this requirement and to prepare for Categorical Program Monitoring (CPM, formerly CCR), each school must include the “Student Residency Questionnaire” as part of the summer mailer.  This completed document is to be collected with the same urgency as the emergency card and harassment/discrimination notification.  That is, it is the school’s responsibility to ensure every student returns a completed Student Residency Questionnaire.

Hard copies of this new form, including a Spanish translation, will be sent to each school by June 30.  If you have a more sensitive timeline, please contact my assistant, Denise Miller at extension 242.

Your registrar will input information from those annual forms indicating information in Section A.  The registrar will also collect this data upon new student enrollment.  No action needs to be taken for those forms with the box checked in Section B, and these forms may be shredded.
An additional needs assessment will be completed by counselors for those students identified as “Homeless.”   Please remind registrars to pass forms which require the additional assessment to the counselors in a manner determined by your site.
