Intervention
Any student can participate in CAHSEE preparation as part of the school’s regular intervention program.  Class sizes average 15 students to cover the cost the teacher. The site intervention coordinator, supervised by the intervention administrator, oversees these opportunities.
Small Group
So that juniors and seniors who have not passed CAHSEE have more intensive preparation, this intervention can have sizes ranging from 3 to 15 students.  
Coaching
This individual tutoring is reserved for diploma-bound  seniors who have not passed CAHSEE and who have scaled scores less than 325.  
Prep Books:

The school provides any senior who hasn’t passed CAHSE and opts out of CAHSEE intervention free preparation books.  This is a one time only service.  
In-Class Review:

Teachers in English 10, any algebra or geometry, SC1, SC3, SC7, Resource and ELD classes are encouraged to review CAHSEE.  Although we want more students passing the first time as 10th graders, we also want them passing at a proficient or higher level.  Since most of CAHSEE content comes from grade level standards, the review also helps prepare for STAR CSTs.  Materials will be delivered to CAHSEE coordinators sometime in January.

Pre/Post Requirement
For now, I’m going to use CAHSEE scaled scores as pre/post data.  I’ll work on becoming compliant as we become better at systematic CAHSEE intervention.

CAHSEE Intervention Monitoring

The district is required to keep meticulous records on the types of CAHSEE intervention, who provided service, and when students “opt out.”  This includes two years of reporting for those students who have completed their senior year but have not yet passed CAHSEE.  I’m working with Carol to set up some new fields in SASI.
