Tea Party: A Pre-Reading Strategy
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Choose phrases from story or article

Write on index cards

You can write phrases more than once (two or three times)

Give each student one card

Students are given four goals (written on board)

· Share card with as many people as possible

· Listen to others as they read their card

· Discuss how cards might be related

· Predict what the story might be about, based on the cards

Have students move around the room

Discuss until discussion lags….about 5 minutes

Students get into groups of four.

· Share cards with everyone in group

· Discuss what each person heard and what the cards in group say

· Write a WE THINK statement that briefly describes what your group thinks this

            story is about.

Have groups share their predictions

Read story

· Talk about prediction

· What words helped with prediction?

· What words led you astray?
