Baseball 

First, break the students up into two teams.  One team is at bat (Team A), the other team covers the bases (Team B).

Second, give the students the comprehension questions or vocabulary that will be included in this game.

Third, allow the students time to review and quiz each on the questions or vocab.

Now….

· The teacher is the pitcher.  Team A is at bat.  They have one person come up to home plate.  The team that is covering the bases (Team B) has a student at home, first, second, and third.  

· The teacher gives the first clue.  The students at home base answer.  If the runner answers correctly, he gets to go first.  The teacher then starts again, and gives a clue.  If the runner answers correctly, he moves on to second base, etc.  NOW….If the person covering home base gets the answer correct, that is an out and another student from Team A comes up to home base.  After three outs, the teams switch and Team A now has students get up to cover the home, first, second, and third base.  Team B is now at bat.
